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Then Why Do They Do It?
So why would a government, in a free country, attack modern day culture such as music, film or art? Because the political 
benefits outweigh the political risks. And why is that? Because young people do not vote.

How does the government know this? Because your birthday is a part of your voter registration record. They know how 
many 18–30 year-olds are registered to vote and they know how many actually punch a ballot on Election Day.
